Fun Run Survey Results

Thank you to those who participated in our survey. We appreciated the diverse and honest responses received.

Drum roll...

The school community has spoken! 90% of those who participated in the survey support the existing format. As a
result, the PTA has voted in favour of running this event again, in partnership with the fundraising organisation —
School Fun Run.

Summary of results:

90% in favour of running with the current format

56% of those surveyed would rather ‘kids keep the prize’

44% mixed opinions for donations of prizes to the school or other charity
49% offered help to run the event on the day

As a result of the survey, we have scheduled the Fun Run for the 18" May. We have been advised that mixed
distribution of prizes through School Fun Run is unmanageable. Therefore, in keeping with the majority of
respondents, the children participating will keep the prizes they earn. The PTA will provide alternate options for
families who wish to donate their prizes. Last year, some children chose to donate their sports prizes to the school and
Children’s ward at the hospital.

The PTA members were blown away by the positive response to help run this event. We will be in touch with those of
you who put your hands up early next term.

All funds raised from this Fun Run will be pledged to a fabulous new school fitness trail. At the beginning of term two,
we will provide some more detail about the costs of this initiative and concept plans.

Previous to this role, he was with Ngarauwahia in their Northern league coaching group so has extensive
experience and knowledge that he now wants to pass onto our young and elder keepers here at Star Turf and is
looking forward to getting started.

Kim held OFC Level 2 goalkeepers and is also classed a FIFA goalkeepers instructor having attended a FIFA
goalkeeping workshop with New Zealand Football.

He is also a goalkeeping coach educator with NZ Football due to his previous involvement with WaiBop.

The cost will be $20 per session for Youth goalkeepers.
